When the boys can’t agree on one plan, they each
decide to go on their own, without following Gilligan’s suggestion of asking God
for help.

CAST:  Four males (Gilligan, Skipper, Professor, Thurston Howell), three females
(Ginger, Mary Ann, Lovey Howell), one narrator/voiceover.
